President’s Report:  

The Fourth Amendment to the Covenants has been adopted and recorded.  With signatures from 
more than the required 60% of Georgetown Homeowners, the Fourth Amendment; which 
incorporated the first three Amendments, was adopted.  The Fourth Amendment is hereby referred 
to and known as the Georgetown Covenants.  A copy of the new Covenants will be mailed to all  
Homeowners in the near future. 


The Board is taking and reviewing bids from Landscapers for the care and maintenance of the front 
entrance for the 2014 contract.  Bids are being reviewed for the application of new mulch for 
the two large plant beds at the entrance.


Reminders to Residents from the Village Police:  Due to the increase in theft, please lock all 
vehicles that are not secured in the garage.  Be aware that decorations are being stolen from 
multiple subdivisions, therefore the Village police are requesting our assistance should any theft 
occur in Georgetown.  Also, with the holidays approaching and holiday lights being displayed, 
consider that any damage may be the work of rodents and not vandals.  Check your wires prior to 
calling the Village police.  Any person identified as not stopping for the school buses will incur a 
$250.00 fine.  Images from various residents’ security systems are used for confirmation purposes

Vice President’s Report:


Within Georgetown 7 homes are vacant, 2 homes are listed for sale, 4 are in Foreclosure.


 5 homes have sold within the last 12 months, 2 since the last General Meeting in June.

Secretary’s Report:


The Minutes from the June 10, 2013 General Meeting were reviewed, corrected, and approved. 
The procedure to request approval for external improvements was presented.

Treasurer’s Report: 


Account Balances for the checking account and CDs were presented

Dues status: for the 2013-2014 year dues from 19 homeowners have been received, 77 are 
outstanding. There is a total delinquency of dues in the amount of $22,536.58.  The longest  
delinquency is 10 years at a cost of $2,875.51, the most recent delinquency is 1 year at a cost of 
$218.00.


GHA Income and Expense Summaries from 10/20/2012 through 6/10/2013, and from 6/10/2013 
through 10/28/2013 were presented and reviewed.


The GHA Checking Transaction Detail was presented and reviewed.

A:  Yes, action to initiate liens against delinquent homeowners will be handled by the Attorney for 
GHA.  This action will begin in December 2013.


Q:  From resident Bill Ross:  What is the status of the property of 7255 Georgetown Commons?  


A:  This property was purchased at a Sheriff’s sale, and the new owner is selling it to another party.


Q:  Is the new purchaser a rental company?


A:  We do not know that at this time.

Several residents in attendance were in support of the liens against delinquent homeowners.  They 
feel it is not fair to those residents who consistently pay their dues, for those who are delinquent to 
have no measures taken against them.
